This Convergence is the one weekend experience offered during the year by its sponsor, the Unity-and-Diversity World Council (UDC).  It will include meals, a campfire concert, and an interfaith celebration.  The sessions themselves will converge from diversity to unity throughout the weekend.  Because it is a weekend process, it is important to stay for the full time if at all possible. 

Unity-and-Diversity Convergence: On Saturday, participants will begin by coming together for an introductory session with a keynote speaker, and then to meet in manyness sessions for the rest of the morning.  In the afternoon the sessions will converge to the following: Democracy, Interfaith, Education, Peace, Environment, The Arts, and Metaphysics.  Other topics will be considered if several people ask for them.  Please indicate on the registration form if you would like another area of interest to be included.  Saturday evening will be the campfire concert.

Sunday morning will begin with an interfaith celebration.  The rest of the morning will meet in research, development, communication, and implementation sessions.  The afternoon will be a oneness session, meaning that the total group will come together again, exploring common ground and possible future action for the entire group.  This year is featuring the Global Assembly Campaign, and so the full weekend will aim for ongoing cooperation toward that end.  The day will end with an inspirational closing ceremony.  

Directions to Temescal Canyon Conference and Retreat Center:  Take Santa Monica Fwy. to the end and continue on Pacific Coast Hwy.  Turn right on Temescal and continue beyond Palisades High School to Sunset Blvd.  Cross Sunset and enter the Conference/Retreat Center.   Park your car before you get to the office and go to the registration area in the dining hall.  You will be directed A to where to park and to the classroom we are using (as well as to your bungalow if you are staying overnight).   Registration is on Saturday from 8-9 a.m.  Convergence begins promptly at 9 a.m.

What to bring: Informal clothing for weekend, warm clothing for overnight, regular shoes, hiking shoes if you wish.  Linens (sheets, blanket, and pillow) are $10 or bring your own.  

NOTE: On Friday, June 8, at 6 p.m. there will be a light supper for members of UDC’s Board of Trustees (comprised of Executive Board and World Board).  The Board of Trustees meeting will be from 7 to 9 p.m.  Overnight is available for Board members and others who plan to stay for all of part of the weekend.  No other program is planned for Friday evening.  It is a good time to relax and get to know the area, including Pacific Palisades civic center nearby.
